My credentials include an LPC, or Licensed Professional Counselor, (#2101).  I was at one time certified by ADAD (Colorado Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division, #4822) as a CAC II, or Certified Addictions Counselor, but, as I no longer specialize in addictions, I let this certification lapse.

CLIENT RIGHTS AND IMPORTANT INFORMATION

1. You are entitled to receive information from me about my methods of therapy (listed below), the techniques I use, the duration of your therapy (if I can determine it), and my fee structure, where applicable.  Please ask if you would like to receive this information.

2. You can seek a second opinion from another therapist or terminate therapy at any time.

3. In a professional relationship (such as ours) sexual intimacy or sexual behavior of any kind between a therapist and a client is never appropriate and strictly forbidden.  If sexual intimacy occurs, it should be reported to the State Grievance Board.

4. Generally speaking, the information provided by and to a client during therapy sessions is legally confidential if the therapist is a certified school psychologist, a licensed clinical social worker, a marriage and family therapist, a licensed professional counselor (such as myself), or an unlicensed psychotherapist practicing under supervision of a licensed psychotherapist.  If the information is legally confidential, the therapist cannot be forced to disclose the information without the client’s consent.

5. There are exceptions to this general rule of legal confidentiality.  Some of these exceptions include:

· if records are ordered by the court to be released in a hearing or 

trial;

· if there is a violent act or threat of violence to property of persons;

· to medical personnel in a medical emergency;

· child protection laws supersede these confidentiality laws and we are required to report all child abuse and neglect.

Exceptions are listed in the Colorado Statues (see section 12-43-218, C.R.S. [1988], in particular).  You should be aware that legal confidentiality does not apply in a criminal or delinquency proceeding.  There are other exceptions that I will identify to you as the situations arise during therapy.

My style of therapy is to combine humanistic (or client-centered) and transpersonal approaches with other techniques in cognitive-behavioral, family systems, and Jungian thought.  I have been using each of these styles since 1995.  Occasionally, I include an astrological perspective to client issues, drawing from 24 years of astrological counseling and study.
